SPIRITICITY April 1943 
 
Easter Lesson 
 
 The race is prone to resist uplift but it has in a measure been shocked 
into a certain sense of expectancy in some fields, especially that of science.  
The eye of the scientific investigator is no respecter of persons and man 
discovers himself to be subject to the light of scientific research.  Man 
consistently resists progress in the field of religion but he is just as 
consistently confronted with the Gospel of Jesus Christ revealing itself for 
what it is in truth. 
 
 This century shall not pass, it is said, with man still in ignorance of 
his true nature.  The seemingly far-fetched claims for spiritual living are to 
be as commonly accepted as practices we now consider natural. 
 
 When we say this century shall bring forth such a concept, those listening 
might say, "But that is prophecy and you claim the doctrine of Jesus Christ 
deals with fulfillment." 
 



 True.  The truth about life is true now.  The NOW we speak of is the same 
NOW to which Jesus Christ referred when he said, "Today is salvation come to 
this house."  "The kingdom of God is at hand." 
 
 The race being what it thinks it is always requires a time element to 
elapse before it accepts a fact.  The race always has had someone telling it new 
and high perceptions of truth, and the race in its manner of procrastination has 
deftly relegated these perceptions to some future time saying, "We shall look 
into this matter later; there are more important things to attend to now." 
 
 Many spiritually minded men have offered truth to the race and have seen 
it rejected.  With each offering came certain benefit and uplift, but the 
element of futurity was dominant in the mind and any real benefit was relegated 
to the "sweet bye and bye," excepting, of course, for those who had the presence 
of mind to believe that if something is true it is as true now as it ever will 
be.  "To as many as believed gave he the power to become sons of God." 
 
 As a whole, however, the race had been reluctant to understand and so 
Divine Wisdom evidently devised the plan carried out by Jesus Christ.  We can 
imagine Omniscience saying in effect: 
 
 "If the people will not hear such fine and loyal teachers as have been 
provided in the persons of Moses, Elijah, Isaiah, Jeremiah, Ezekiel, or Daniel, 
then nothing remains but to send into the race some one strong enough actually 
to enter into and inject into the blood stream of the race my saving energy.  He 
will be born into, live through, and overcome the world, and even experience the 
process of death which the race has created.  He will overcome every false 
concept to which they have subscribed.  He will inoculate the race with the 
Reality they so deftly rejected." 
 
 The whole process can be likened to a blood transfusion or a forcible 
feeding.  In this case the operation was a success and the patient now lives to 
celebrate accomplishment of this splendid achievement. 
 
 This was the work of Jesus Christ.  This is not my work, nor your work.  
If we believe this work was done by Jesus Christ then do we enter into the 
benefits of that work already done.  Then do we find our own work to which we 
aspire with equal desire for thoroughness. 
 
 A little leaven will leaven the whole lump.  So Jesus Christ, composed of 
pure, radiant, eternal, indestructible, substantial, and perpetuating energy, 
positive and creative, vibrant with healing, has had His effect even unto the 
ends of the earth and will NOW make Himself known by showing forth His permanent 
works. 
 
 The experience of Jesus Christ in the crucifixion and resurrection with 
which He signed and sealed His works, has had its effect in advertising to the 
race-mentality the possibility of a more pleasant, profitable, and altogether 
more desirable state of living.  This is altering gradually the tone and quality 
of the race thoughts so that eventually all men must know what is true. 
 
 The race is convalescing from a successful operation.  Those who have 
believed have already recovered.  Because of this spiritual surgery the race 
will, now in this time, be made aware of a far superior brand of health and a 
more satisfactory mode of living. 
 



 "Call unto me, and I will answer thee, and show thee great and mighty  
  things, which thou knowest not." 
 
 "I will cure them, and will reveal unto them the abundance of peace and 
  truth." 
 
 "He healed them that had need of healing." 
 
 "Thine health shall spring forth speedily." 
 
 "Beloved, I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and be in  
  health, even as thy soul prospereth." 
 
 "And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the 
  Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life." 
 
 Labor not; - take no thought; - sell all ye have; the Lord will fight for 
  you. 
 
 This race of men is being introduced to the truth about itself.  Every 
movement to higher orders of existence is an influx of the potent blood of Jesus 
Christ working in the patient.  Every uplook with its resultant upturn away from 
ignorance into lightsomeness, joy, and freedom is a measure of the resurrection 
of Jesus Christ.  There is an emotion of an outmotion of God forcing the thought 
of the race into higher circuits. 
 
 The crucifixion of Jesus Christ was a result of educated ignorance 
attempting to perpetuate existing profitable institutions and practices.  While 
the instigators meant it for evil, God meant it for Good. 
 
 The resurrection is the effect of spontaneous intelligence gently 
directing and pressing man onward in the way of his divine destiny and the 
steadfast fulfillment of God's intention for him.  "Not my circumscribed will, 
but your perfect vision which sees only my perfection as it was and is and ever 
will be." 
 
 Let us practice this divine alchemy which restores all things to original 
and pristine purity.  Among the early apostles Peter and Paul were very definite 
in proclaiming the mission of Jesus Christ in this world.  Peter wrote: 
 
 "Wherefore gird up the loins of your mind, be sober, and hope to the end 
for the grace that is to be brought unto you at the revelation of Jesus Christ."  
"The spirit of glory and of God resteth upon you." 
 
 To the Galatians Paul wrote:  "God sent forth his son, made of a woman, 
made under the law.  To redeem them that were under the law, that we might 
receive the adoption of sons." 
 
 To the Corinthians he wrote:  "God was in Christ, reconciling the world 
unto himself, not imputting their trespasses unto them." 
 
 To Titus Paul wrote, "Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us 
from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good 
works." 
 
 Jesus himself said that he came into the world "to give his life a ransom 
for many."   



 
 "For both he that sanctifieth and they who are sanctified, are all of 
one," wrote Paul to the Hebrews. 
 
 Let all the Sons of God shout together for joy for we have assurance for 
our hope in Christ Jesus our Savior.
